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Since this instruction document was written I have added a password requirement to the web site:  I have left a lot of the midi files, plus all of the *.doc and *.mus sheetmusic files so that they can still be downloaded without password.  Those files contain the coyright information embedded within them.  The password system is structured so that the password box will either show P Domain:goto afreegospelmusic.org or will say Ron Thompson's Copyrighted Songs.    The public domain files must be downloaded with a user name of pdomain and password of ronthompson.  The copyrighted files of songs written by me must be downloaded with a user name of ronsfiles and password of ronthompson.  The password protection is not there to deter you from using the files BUT to prevent the copyrighted files from being downloaded by "hotlinks" which do not display copyright information with the file.  





Whenever you get a popup password box while downloading a file PLEASE enter the information contained in paragraph one.  Be careful to enter the user as either pdomain or ronsfile based on whether the file is public domain or Ron Thompson's Copyrighted Song.  The password is ronthompson in either case.





First go to the main page. You will see several sub menus listed. There are four different types of files that you can download from the various pages listed by the main menu. The file types are (album mp3 files of full songs), (background music -either mp3 files or midi files), (sheet music files-these are Allegro files which require a special viewer that is downloadable from a link listed on the web page), and (wordpad lyric files containing just the words of the songs and viewable using standard windows wordpad software). On the public domain songs not written by me you will only find midi files (*.mid) or audio mp3 files of the background musc or, in some cases such as the funeral music, I also sang the lyrics with the background music so you can get both the vocal and background music. 


The best quality files on the web page are those that I recorded and released to radio. The home menu link for them is listed seperately as ***NEW***Ron Thompson's Radio Released Albums + background music*** . Click your left mouse button on the home page link and it will open up a web page which contains all of my radio releases. You will see a column header with (Song title), (Bkgnd music), and (album vocals). Look directly under the song title to read the name of the song. Then to the right of the song title you will see an "X" under the column header. If you want to listen to the background music you simply put the mouse arrow over the "X" to the right of the song title and under the (Bkgnd music) header and click the left mouse button. The computer will then download the entire mp3 file and will allow you to play it on your computer. You can listen to the full radio released song by putting the mouse arrow over the "X" to the right of the song titled and under the (album vocals) header. Then click the left mouse button and the entire mp3 file will download and allow you to play it on your computer. 


But if you're going to the trouble of downloading the music I suggest that rather than simply opening the file you save the file to a subdirectory on your computer hard drive. The procedure for doing this is that you move the mouse arrow over the "X" and instead of clicking the left mouse button you click the right mouse button. This action will cause a menu block to appear on your monitor screen. Move the mouse arrow down to the third option and click the left mouse button while highlighting the "Save Target As" option. The file opening menu will appear on your computer and eventually stop at a "Save As" menu which will allow you to choose a subdirectory that you select to the right of the "save in" option. It will also list the file name in the block at the bottom of the menu. You can change the file name if you like but I suggest you keep it the same as that on the web site. Keep in mind that if the file name is "honyhmg" the file type will be also added by the software when the file is save. Per example, the file will be saved as file "honyhmg.mp3" or if it is a midi file it will be "honyhmg.mid" or if it is a wordpad document file it will be "honyhmg.doc". Then to begin the process simply click the "save" option located on the bottom right side of the "save as" menu block. The process will then begin and will probably take around eight to nine minutes of time to download a mp3 file using a phone modem. Other types of internet links will be much faster. 


After you have the file in the subdirectory you can use your normal windows browser to find the file and double click on the file icon to initiate play of it. Another option is that once you have several files in your subdirectory you can use a cd burner program to burn the files to a standard cd that you can play in any cd player. If you are looking for background music to play for church singers you can download the background music files and save them to a standard audio cd. You can then take a cd player to church or to any event and play the background music while you sing along with it. 


If you are downloading wordpad document files *.doc or midi files *.mid the download time will be a lot faster because these are smaller files. You can open these file types and print or display them (if wordpad files) or you can play the midi files on your standard sound card using the windows software that came from your computer. The midi files can also be used and saved to allow you to play them on a standard midi keyboard.
